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INTRODUCTION TO HOME ACTIVITY PARTNERSHIP PROGRAM 
What is the Home Activity Partnership Program (HAPP)?

HAPP is a partnership program between the Alzheimer Society of Manitoba and four volunteer service organizations.  The partners provide social interaction and companionship to people with Alzheimer Disease or a related disorder living in the community.

What is my role in HAPP?

You as a volunteer will be involved in facilitating meaningful, quality leisure activities for the person involved in the program.  It is vital that the activities are fulfilling for the person involved in your program, therefore you must be conscious of how you are planning activities for the individual.  

Do you know?

It is important to know several things about the person before you attempt to plan activities for them.

For Example:

· Do you know the personality and preferences of the individual that you are working with?

· Do you know what activities the person would want to participate in?

· Do you know how to make activities manageable and enjoyable for the person?  

The information that follows should assist you in planning meaningful activities that the person that you are working with will benefit from.
